(©) In fixing the amount of said dues, the Directors shall prescribe the method of collection, and
the method of collection shall be stated in the notice referred to in Paragraph (b) of this section.

Transferability of Membership

Section 2.06. Membership is only transferable within the immediate family to another person
meeting the qualifications of the transferring member and subject to board approval.

Resignation

Section 2.07. Any member may resign from active participation in the affairs of the corporation,
but such resignation shall not relieve the member so resigning of the obligation to pay any dues’
or charge theretofore accrued and unpaid. On written request of any such resigned member, the
Board of Directors may reinstate him to membership on such terms and subject to such
conditions as the Board may determine.

Suspension

Section 2.08. Any member may be suspended for good cause from active participation in the
affairs of the corporation for varying and limited periods of time, provided he is given notice of the
proceedings against him and an opportunity to be heard in his own defense, and only after a
hearing before the Board of Directors. Good cause means action or nonaction detrimental to the
corporation and includes, but is not limited to, nonpayment of dues. Notwithstanding the

Nonliability of Members

Section 2.09. No member of this corporation shall be personalily liable for the debts, liabilities,
or obligations of the corporation.

ARTICLE 3. MEETINGS OF MEMBERS
Annual Meetings

Section 3.01. Meetings shalil be held at least once annually at such time and place as the Board
of Directors shall determine, provided, however, that said meeting shall be heid not later than 60
days following the close of the corporation's fiscal year.

Special Meetings

Section 3.02. Special meetings of members shall be called by the President, or in his absence
or inability to act, the Vice-President, and held at such time and places within or without the
State of California as may be ordered by the Board of Directors or by not less than S percent of
the voting members of the corporation.



shall be selected as follows: one director shall be designated by the Westwind Riding institute,
and the remaining directors shall be elected by the voting members at an annual meeting.

Powers and Duties

Section 4.04.

(a) Subject to any restriction or limitations imposed by law, by the Articles of
Incorporation, or by these Bylaws, the powers of the corporation are vested in the Board of
Directors. Such Board shall control the corporation's property and conduct its affairs.

(b) It shall be the duty of the Directors to:

Duties Imposed by Law, Articles, or Bylaws

(1)Perform any and all duties imposed on them collectively or individually by law, by the
Articles of Incorporation of this corporation, or by these Bylaws.

Officers and Employees

(2) Appoint and remove, employ and discharge, and, except as otherwise provided in
these Bylaws, prescribe the duties and fix the compensation, if any, of all officers, agents, and
employees of the corporation.

Supervision

(3) Supervise all officers, agents, and employees of the corporation to assure that their
duties are properly performed.

Meetings

(4) Meet as such times and places as required by these Bylaws.

Special Meetings of Members

(5) Require that special meetings of members be called whenever and as often as they
deem necessary and whenever demanded by the required number of members as in these
Bylaws provided.

Addresses

(6) Register their addresses with the Secretary of the Corporation, and notices of
meetings mailed or telegraphed to them as such addresses shall be valid notices thereof.

Vacancies

Section 4.05.

(a) Vacancies in the Board of Directors shall exist (1) on the death or resignation of any
Director; (2) whenever the number of Directors authorized is increased; and (3) on failure of the
appointing power or powers to appoint the full number of Directors authorized.

Declaration of Vacancy

(b) The Board of Directors may declare vacant the office of a Director if he is declared of
unsound mind by an order of court, or finally convicted of a felony, or if he fails to attend three (3)
consecutive board meetings without notifying another director in advance.

Filling Vacancies

(c) Vacancies caused by the death, resignation, or disability of a Director or Directors, or
by amendment to these bylaws shall be filled by a majority of the remaining Directors, though
less than a quorum, as hereinafter defined, or by the sole remaining Director, uniess the Director
was the Director designated by the Westwind Riding Institute, in which case the vacancy shall
be filled by designation by the Westwind Riding Institute. The voting members may fill any
vacancy not filled by the Directors.

Resignations

(d) Any director may resign by giving written notice to the President or Secretary of the
board. The resignation shall be effective when the notice is given unless it specifies a later time
for the resignations to become effective. If a director's resignation is effective at a later time, the
board may elect a successor to take office when the resignation becomes effective unless the
Director was the Director designated by the Westwind Riding Institute, in which case the
vacancy shall be filled by designation by the Westwind Riding institute.






resignation shall take effect at the date of the receipt of such notice or at any later time specified
therein, and unless otherwise specified therein, the acceptance of the resignation by the Board
shall not be necessary to make it effective.

Vacancies

Section 5.04. Any vacancy caused by the death, resignation, removal, or otherwise of any
officer, other than those appointed at the discretion of the Board, shall be filled by the Board of
Directors for the unexpired portion of the term. Vacancies occurring in the office of officers
appointed at the discretion of the Board may or may not be filled as the Board shall determine.

Duties of President

Section 5.05. The President shall be the chief executive officer of the corporation and shall in
general, subject to the control of the Board of Directors, supervise and control all of the business
and affairs of the corporation. He shall perform all duties incident to his office and such other
duties as may be required by law, by the Articles of Incorporation of this corporation, or by these
Bylaws, or which may be assigned to him from time to time by the Board of Directors. He shall
preside at all meetings of the Directors.

Duties of Vice-President

Section 5.06. The Vice-President shall, in the absence or disability of the President, or in the
event of his refusal to act, perform all the duties of the President and, when so acting, shall have
the powers of and be subject to the restrictions on, the President. He shall have such other
powers and perform such other duties as may be imposed by law, by the Articles of
Incorporation of this corporation, or by these Bylaws, or as may be prescribed from time to time
by the Board of Directors.

Duties of Secretary

Section 5.07. The Secretary shall:

Certify Bylaws

(a) Certify and keep at the principal office of the corporation the original or a copy of
these Bylaws as amended or otherwise altered to date.

Keep Minutes of Meetings

(b) Keep at the principal office of the corporation or at such cther place as the Board of
Directors may order, a book of the minutes of all meetings of the Directors, recording therein the
_ time and place of holding, whether regular or special, and, if special, how authorized, the notice
given, the names of those present, and the proceedings thereof.

Give Notices

(c) See that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these Bylaws
or as required by law.

Be Custodian of Records .

(d) Be custodian of the records and of the seal of the corporation and-see that the seal is
affixed to all duly executed documents, the execution of which on behalf of the corporation under
its seal is authorized by law or by these Bylaws.

Keep Membership Book

(e) Keep at the principal office of the corporation a membership book containing the
name and address of each member, Director, and, in any case where membership has been
terminated, record such fact in the book together with the date on which the membership
ceased.

Exhibit Records

{f) Exhibit at all reasonable times to any Directors of the corporation, or to his agent or
attorney, or to any person or agency authorized by law to examine them, on request therefor, by



the Bylaws, the membership book, the minutes of any proceedings of the Directors, and the
other records of the corporation.

Perform Other Duties

(9) In general, perform alil duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties
as may be required by law, by the Articles of Incorporation of this corporation, or by these
Bylaws, or which may be assigned to him from time to time by the Board of Directors.

Duties of Treasurer

Section 5.08. The Treasurer shall:

Have Custody of the Deposit Funds

(a) Have charge and custody of, and be responsibie for, all funds and securities of the
corporation, and deposit all such funds in the name of the corporation in such banks, trust
companies, or other depositories as shall be selected by the Board of Directors.

Receive Funds

(b) Receive, and give receipt for, monies due and payable to the corporation from any
source whatever.

Disburse Funds

(c) Disburse or cause to be disbursed the funds of the corporation as may be directed by
the Board of Directors, taking proper vouchers for such disbursements.

Maintain Accounts

(d) Keep and maintain adequate and correct amounts of the corporation's properties and
business transactions, including accounts of its assets, liabilities, receipts, disbursements,
gains, and losses.

Exhibit Records

(e) Exhibit at all reasonable times the books of account and financial records to any
Director of the corporation or to his agent or attorney, or to any person or agency entitied by law
to examine the same, on request therefor.

Render Reports

(P Render to the President and Directors whenever he or they request it an account of
any or all of his transactions as Treasurer and of the financial condition of the corporation.

Give Bond

(g) if required by the Board of Directors, give a.bond for the faithful discharge of his
duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the Board of Directors shall determine.

Perform Other Duties

{(h) in general, perform all duties incident to the office of Treasurer and such other duties
as may be required by law, by the Articles of Incorporation of this corporation, or by these
Bylaws, or which may be assigned to him from time to time by the Board of Directors.



Certification and Inspection

Section 10.3.  The original, or a copy, of these Bylaws as amended or otherwise altered to
date, certified by the Secretary of the corporation, shall be recorded and kept in a book which
shall be kept in the principal office of the corporation, and such book shall be open to inspection
by the members at all reasonable times during office hours.

ARTICLE 11. CONSTRUCTION

Section 11.01. As used in these Bylaws: g

(a) The present tense inciudes the past and the future tenses, and the future tense
includes the present.

(b) The masculine gender includes the feminine and neuter.

{¢) The singular number inciudes the plural, and the plural number includes the
singular.

(d) The word shall is mandatory and the word may is permissive.

(e) The word Board as used in relation to any power or duty requiring collective
action, means the Board of Directors.
